Return on Equity is a measure of a corporation’s profitability and represents the average 
return on equity on the securities in the portfolio, not the actual return on equity on the portfolio. Return on Average Invested Capital is calculated as last twelve months divided by the two fiscal period average of Total Invested Capital, 
multiplied by 100. The S&P 500 Index is the Evercore Equity Fund’s benchmark. The S&P 500 Index is a market-capitalization weighted index that includes the 500 most widely held companies chosen with respect to market size, liquidity, 
and industry. Index results assume the re-investment of all dividends and capital gains and do not reflect the impact of transaction costs. The Fund’s holdings will differ from the securities that comprise the index. It is not possible to invest 
directly in an index. Active Share: the percentage of fund holdings that is different from the benchmark holdings. As a result, the Active Share for a particular fund will differ depending on which benchmark is used. Active Share is calculated 
as 100% minus the sum of the overlapping portfolio weights, where the overlapping portfolio weights only pertain to stocks that are in both the fund and the benchmark with a long position. The portfolio turnover rate is calculated by dividing 
the lesser of the annual sales or purchases of portfolio securities by the monthly average value of the portfolio securities held by the Fund during the year (excluding all securities whose maturities or expiration dates at the time of acquisition 
were one year or less).
